later continued under the direction of their daughters
Phylis and June, son in law Carle, and granddaughter

Cathy, along with countless volunteers. The band

initially played with plastic bugles and rope drums,
but eventually evolved to brass trumpets, drums and

glockenspiels, They performed at parades, public

events, and festivals, representing Vernon both
regionally, and all over the world.

with timeless songs and drills. The band provided a
